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Glossary

Adjustments Budget — Prescribed in section 28 of the MFMA. The formal means by which
a municipality may revise its annual budget during the year.

Budget — The financial plan of the Municipality.

Capital Expenditure - Spending on assets such as land, buildings and machinery. Any
capital expenditure must be reflected as an asset on the Municipality’s balance sheet.

Cash flow statement — A statement showing when actual cash will be received and spent
by the Municipality. Cash payments do not always coincide with budgeted expenditure
timings. For example, when an invoice is received by the Municipality it scores as
expenditure in the month it is received, even though it may not be paid in the same period.

Deficit — The amount by which expenditure exceed revenue.

DORA - Division of Revenue Act. Annual piece of legislation that shows the amount of
allocations from national to local government.

Equitable Share — A general grant paid to municipalities. It is predominantly targeted to help
with free basic services.

GFS - Government Finance Statistics. An internationally recognised classification system
that facilitates like for like comparison between municipalities.

MFMA - The Municipal Finance Management Act — no 53 of 2003. The principle piece of
legislation relating to municipal financial management.

Operating Expenditure — Spending on the day-to-day expenses of the Municipality such as
salaries and wages.

Rates — Local Government taxation based on an assessed value of a property. To
determine the rates payable, the assessed rateable value is multiplied by the rate in the
rand.

Surplus - A situation in which income exceeds expenditures.

Tariff — means a tariff for services which a municipality may set for the provision of a
service to the local community and includes a surcharge on such tariff.

SDBIP — Service Delivery and Budget Implementation Plan. A detailed plan comprising
quarterly performance targets and monthly budget estimates.

Vote — One of the main segments into which a budget is divided into for the appropriation of
money at department/ functional area- level.
